Reminder about No-Show policy for Fall 2013:

· Change in penalty assignment.  In January 2010, the Office of Human Research Protections (OHRP) decided that applying penalties to students who do not show for a study (or who contact researchers at any point to cancel their signup) is not allowed. · If a participant does not appear for a timeslot, you may choose to mark their no-show as excused or unexcused. Generally, excused no-shows are granted for extenuating circumstances, like if the participant was involved in a car accident on their way to the appointment. An unexcused no-show is generally used when the participant did not show up and had no reasonable excuse.

· Active studies for which an Approval Request has been sent are placed in a queue to be made visible to students on Monday, September 16th. Please note that when we approve them in SONA it means they are made visible, thus, we will not formally approve studies until 9/16.  You can still prepare your study (e.g., add timeslots) in the interim while it awaits approval.

· To get approval for a new study you should submit the appropriate request forms to David Marx via email (dmarx@mail.sdsu.edu). The forms are available at http://www.psychology.sdsu.edu/community/sona-system/.

· Contact the Participant Pool GAs, Hafsa Mohamed and Josh Jones at (psy101paper@gmail.com), with any questions about day-to-day operations of the pool (SONA, etc.).
The amount of hours requested and approved for each study using the pool will now be reflected on the study information screen, which will ensure that studies do not exceed the hours for which they have been approved. Modifications will be approved based on the availability of remaining hours in the pool.
